Welcome to Ballet Technique and/or Lyrical.  This year, I will be teaching Ballet 
Technique 1 and 3 and Lyrical 1 and will also assist with the Broadway Juniors.  I am 
very excited to begin teaching as I have a lot of great ideas and I will be able to explore 
many of them with such a talented group of students.  I began dance after years of 
musical theatre and it has been such a benefit to my career and me. I only wish that a 
program such as this existed when I was training.  I began with Lindbjerg at the age of 7 
and continued performing with the academy until high school.  
 
Dress attire for Lyrical 1-3 and Ballet Technique 1 and 2:  leotard and tights is the 
preferred attire however jazz pants are acceptable for the first few lessons.   
 
For the Ballet Technique 3 class, warm ups (leg warmers, tight fitting cardigans/shorts, 
etc.) can be worn throughout class. Leotard and tights are recommended but a little fun 
with colour choice is allowed. I consider you pre-professional at this level and expect 
that you know what you need to wear to get the most out of class. This rule stands until 
I am given reason to treat you otherwise (example: if my more relaxed dress code is 
abused). 
 
My goals this year is to increase your strength and basic technique so that you are 
confident for any dance call. Ballet will help will help with control, core strength, 
flexibility, articulation of the feet and provide you with a lovely quality in your upper 
body. I hope to also introduce you to the basics of contemporary dance and 
male/female partnering. Please feel free to approach me or email me with any questions 
or concerns you may have.
