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Dear Broadway Junior Parents,

We have had a great couple of classes getting to know your children and we are now
going to get to work on our show! As you may know, this year we are doing a musical
review and it's going to be a lot of fun!

As all of our students will have a part to play in the show, we need them to audition for
us. All students will need to read/recite a poem or small piece of a monologue so we
can see their acting skills {this will be provided}. If your child is interested in a singing
solo {there are many opportunities for this} then we will also need them to sing. It is not
required to do a singing audition but we encourage all of our students to give it a try. If
they choose to sing we ask that:

1. The song be less than 3 minutes;

2. The song has a background track if possible {this is a track that has no one
singing or no lead vocals on it. The students are welcome to use a track from a
previous show such as Bugsy Malone or High School Musical. You can often find
other background tracks on iTunes by searching the song name and Karaoke for
example “Let it Be Karaoke”.};

3. If no background track is available the kids sing Happy Birthday or Oh Canada or
another song they know well.

Next week {October 6™ or 10"} we will be talking with the students more about
auditioning and giving them an audition workshop so they feel more comfortable. We
will also give them the poem/monologue for the audition. The following week {October
13" or 17" will be the auditions. Shortly after that the students will learn what role they
will be playing and we’ll get started on the show!

For your information, we will be casting based on the Musical Theatre skills and talents
that are shown to us in the audition and over the past few weeks of classes.

Please make sure that Lindbjerg Academy has your current e-mail address because
once we get started working on the show we’ll be sending monthly updates for
rehearsal schedules and important information.
