Fall Programs run September to June 
We are not a production company.  Our aim is to 
teach our students the skills of singing, dancing and 
acting, throughout the year. Therefore, we run most 
of our programs, 10 months out of the year, with the 
exception of Broadway Munchkins which ends in 
February.  What this means is IF your child performs 
in May, their class still runs until mid to late June.  
We require each student to participate in our 
program until his or her class ends in June.   
 
Parent Participation School 
We are a Parent Participation School.  Lindbjerg 
Academy would not be possible if it were not for 
many dedicated parents who have volunteered their 
time and talents to our school.  Lindbjerg Academy 
asks that the student’s families donate 15 hours of 
volunteer time per year.  There are many ways to 
help; some of them include: volunteer coordinator, 
sets, props, hair and make-up, stage crew, sewing 
and monitoring cast behavior.  We thank you in 
advance for satisfying this volunteer requirement 
and appreciate your time and talents. 
 
Fundraising 
Our productions can be costly. Fundraising helps 
cover the cost.  Families of students performing in a 
production will be required to participate in 
fundraising.  
 

Tardiness 
We require each student to arrive at least 5-10 
minutes early for class to be ready to start on time.  
We will shut the door of the class (with the exception 
of Munchkins and Ministars classes) at exactly the 
time the class starts and the student must wait to be 
invited into the class by a teacher.

Simply Christmas Recital 
Regretfully, we will not be performing our "Simply 
Christmas" production this year.  There are a few 
reasons why this is so:

for the first time in 13 years to perform in the Port 
Moody’s Festival of The Arts occurring October

dance competitions and need the time before 
Christmas to prepare for this.
